RESOLUTION

Expressing the opinion of the Convention respecting the division of
the State of Texas, and providing for the election of delegates to
proceed to Washington to represent the condition of the State.

WtIEREAS, The extent of territory of the State of Texas, the
conflicting interests of the widely separated sections oF the State,
and the disorganization so largely prevaleng, reader a division of he
State essential to the proper well-being of the people lhecef, aM
the re-establishment of law and order;

Therefore, be it resolved
1. That in the opinion of this Con,-enton, the State of

ought to be subdivided into Staes of mere convenient size.
2. That the President of this Convention is hereby direte:l t

forward a copy of this preamble and reselu_on to the Speaker of
the House of Representatives nd Presiden ot the Sevate o he
United States.

3. That for the purpose cf gwng the ..onercss of the Un_;ed
States a correct report of the coDditioa o[" this State, _d to bri)g
to the attention of that body all such matters relating to the eondi-
lion of the Stte, and the wants of her loyal people, as may require
the consideration and action of Congress, the Convention shall pro-
ceed to elect, by ballot, {or commissioners, members of this Con-
vention one of whom shall be a resident of that pmtion of Texas
lying north::f the 32d parallel of latitude; one a resident of tlmt
ortion of the State lying east of the Trinity river and south of said
2d parallel one a resident of that portion of the Sate lying

tween the Trinity and Colorado rivers, and soath of saJd 82d par-
a]lel and one a resident of that portion of the State lying west of
the Colorado river, and two commissioners from the State at large;
who, being intimately aeluainted with the eonditlon and wants of
their respective sections of tb-e State, shall proceed to Washington
city, to bring to the attention of the United States all such mattms
relating to the condition of this State, and the wants of her loyal peo-
ple, as in the judgment of this Convention, or of sa.;d

Incorporadng the Rock Creek Bridge and Turnpike Company.

Be i decJared by the people of Texas in Convention assembled,
TI:t Mrs. W. E. Weaver, her associates and assigns, are hereby
,s.:ated a be@ corporate and oUti% with the rights and privileges
reifer set forth.
The said Mrs. W. E. Weaver, her asseiutes and assigns, shall

lave a privilege of eosa-aeting a bridge across Rock Creek,
Hopkins coup)V, at ttie crossing thre miles east of Sulphur
Springs, and on he road leading towards Jefferson, Texas; also, the
pivHege of constructing bridges over the sloughs across said road,
a;o the pmvilege of levying the bottom
mke the road safe and easy W pass over ag all swages of the water.
Je ig Nrther declared, Tha said Mrs. Weaver, her associates and
,dgns, shall hve six months frmn the passage of this deelaration

v:, build and complete he ’ork conmplated by this &claration
md when the work s completed, it sMll be the duty of the county
jdge, aud wo or more of
wm’k aM road, and if foam in tom condition, and extending from
bill to bill, over the whole of the bottom of said Rock Creek, dis-
mce of about four hun&’ed yds, and done in accordance with
dis declaration then they shall certii) the facts under their hands
ad the seal of the county corn% and deliver the same to the sid Mrs.

sreies, sh11 enter inW bond in the sum of two thousand dollars,
p:yhle to the county judge of Itopkins eounV, eonditloned to
pa.y all damages any person or person may sustain crossing over
said road nd bridge, by re,on of said bridge d road being out of
repair; and the said bond may be put in suit by any person who
has been damaged as aforesaid; said bond to be pproved by the
counV judge, d reded h the office of the eounV clerk of
Hopkins county.
Be it Nrther declared, When alt No.conditions hereinbefore set

brth bare bn complied with, the said Mrs. Weaver and her assc-
elates, or signs, sh!l have the privilege of erecting a toll-gate, and
m eNleet the tbllowing tolls for four-horse or ox wagon, fifty cents
for two-horse or ox wagon, twenV-five cents; for carriage or buggy,
t.wenV five cents; for mn and horse, t4n cents for loose horses
per head, three cents for cattle, per head, three cents for hogs,
sheep or goats two cnts for footmen, five cents; provided, that
