Resolved, That Brevet Major General Reynolds be requested to
arrest one C. C. Gillespie, the editor of a paper purporting to be the
Daily Telegraph, of Houston, and have him arraigned before a Mili-
tary Commission, to answer for counselling and advising in his
paper, bearing date of July 14, A. D. 1868, the assassination of
Honorable M. C. Hamilton and C. Caldwell, members of this Con-
vention. ‘

RESOLUTION

Providing for the appointment of a committee to proceed to Milli-
can for the purpose of investigating the recent disturbance, and
appropriating five hundred dollars for expenses of said Com-
mittee.

Resolved by the People of Texas, in Convention assembled, That
a committee of three be appointed by the President of this Conven-
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tion to proceed to the town of Millican, for the purpose of investiga-
ting the cause of the late disturbance at that place, and report the
result thereof to this body; that said Committee are invested with
full power to summon such witnesses before them, and examine such
papers as shall be necessary to elicit the desired information; that
any and every Sheriff in the State shall execute any and every
process, of whatever character, that may be issued by said Committee,
and the Chairman of said Committee shall have power to swear wit-
nesses; that the sum of five hundred dollars, or so much thereof as
shall be necessary. be, and the same is hereby appropriated out of
the Contingent fund of this Convention, for the purposeof defraying
the expenses of said committee; that Brevet Major General Eey-
nolds be, and is hereby respectfully requested to aid said committee
in this investigation, by the protection, by an adequate escort of
cavalry or infantry, as he may direct.

RESOLUTION

Appropriating five hundred dollars for the arrest of the attempted .
assassin of Judge Cooley.

Resolved, That the attention of the Governor be called to the
gallant conduct of Frank Yung, Sheriff of Gillespie county, and his
companion, Captain Alfred Hunter, who have succeeded in arresting
the would-be assassin of Honorable C. Cooley; and the Governor is
hereby respectfully requested to devote the sum of five hundred dol-
lars out of the appropriation of twenty-five thousand dollars, made
for such purposes by this Convention, as a suitable recompense to
the said Frank Yung and Alfred Hunter, for their efficient services.

Appropriating five hundred dollars to pay telegrams.

Resolved, That the President of this Convention be, and he is
