RESOLUTIONS

Hcspectlng the murder of Captain Marin D Hart, Frst Texas
Cavalry, by Contbderate States ocers.

WEREAS, Hon. Martin D. Hart, of Hunt county, Texas, Captain
f Company A, Frst Texas Cavalry, U S A. was, on the twenty-
fit day of January 1863, at or near Fort Smith, Akansas. most
tmlly murdered by a company of rebel oNeers md men, for no ocher
creme than hs loyalty to the Go’ernment Therebre, be it

gesolved, That in the death of Captain Hart the loyal people of
Texas lost a true and tried friend, and the people of his immediate
ecton an honorable and respectable citizen.

}Lesolved, That the loyal people of Texas deeply sympathize wth
the bereaved wdow and children and relatmns of the deeeased and
5 behalf of the loyal people we hereby offer our condolence in fleir
a(l beIeavement.

Igesolved, Thae a copy of these resolutions, sgned by the Secre-
tary and President, be t)rwarded to Mrs Har, at reenville Hunt
eoanV, Texas.

DECLARATION

Granting bounty to sol&ers in the United States service in the late
war.

WHEIEAS, During the late rebellion, many persons residing in
Texas took up arms and did good service m the armies of the
Umted States, as members of the first and second regnnents of Texas
Cawdry, and in other organizatmns; and
WHRES, The State of Texas has nm,er heretofore recognized

the services of these men in any public manner, as has been done by
all the other States of the Union as to their soldiers and
WgaAs, These soldwrs of Texas in the Umon Army have been

mercilessly slander6d in their good names and plundered in their
property be t, therefore, declared
SEcIo 1 That every officer and soldier, a resident of Texas at

the time of volunteering, and who served as otfieer, non-com-
missioned ottieer or private, in the First and Second Regiments of
Texas Cavalry, Union forces, purporting to be i?om Texas; or in

ether organizations of Union forces, during the late rebethon, and
wlo died m the sld servme, or were honorably discharged, shall
receive a bounty of land fl’om the State of Texas, as fbllows, those
who served ibr a permd of s:x months, or less, shall receive eghty
ames o ]and. Those who served for a permd ofsx months or over)
aud less than twelve months, shall eceve one hundred and sxty
acres of land. Those who served a period of twelve months or over
shall receive three hundred and twenty acres of land. And the
L%sltm s &retted m provide a bounV m moneF for each non.
commssmned enter or private m any ot above orgamzatmns who
served one year or more, 8100 and tbr each non-commissioned
ocer or piwte who serv less than one year 50 said bouny
to go o the heirs of some, m case of their flecease.

S:c. 2. That the Comtmssmner of the General Land Oce of
Texas shall issue to the persons entitled thereto, under tbs declant-
tion the certificates hereto named, upon the presonfion to hm
the authentmated discharge of the person clammg the same and m
case of a loss of sad dscharge, or a fiaflure to get it, or the death of
the apphcant betbre discharge, said certificates for lands shall be
issued upon a compliance wth such rules as the Commssione of the
General Land Oce may mak% which he s authorized to do
Sc. 3. The w}?, chfldrei, or mother and father or any of

hem, according to the laws of descent and &stributmn of the State
of Tex,s, shall take and receive the bomty, herein granted, of any
oNeer non-commissioned ocer or private who may have died
out receiving the sam% prowded that no oeer or soldier, a resident
of Texas at the tme of his entering fle serwce, and who entered
orgamzatmns other than the sid Frst and Second Tex Cavahy,
Umon forces, and recmved a beanV in money or land from any
State government or individual End, other than the Umted States
bounV shall be entitled to the bounty given b2 this declaration.
Sc. 4 The bounty here gven shall not be subject to the debts of

grantee, and the said cemficates, in ease of death, shall 2sue &roe@
to the wife, children, or ather and mother of the deeedent and ma
be located on any public domain in Texas

SEe 5. That the Secretary of State is her@ directed to Wocure
from the Secretary of War of the Umted States a true copy or copes
of the muster rolls of the Texs organizations in the service of the
Umted States, and have the same filed in the Executive ONce
fle State of Texas.
