DECLARATION

In relation to the New Orleans, Mobile and Chattanooga Railroad
Company, a corporation of the State of Alabama, and authoriz-
ing and empowering said company to exercise and enjoy its cor-
porate powers and franchises in the State of Texas.

SectioN 1. Be it declared, by the representatives of the State
of Texas, (under and by virtue of the authority of the Congress of
the United States of America,) in Convention assembled, That “the
New Orleans, Mobile and Chattanooga Railroad Company” a corpor-
ation, incorporated, organized and existing under and by virtue of
its act of incorporation, duly enacted by the General Assembly of
the State of Alabama, entitled ¢ an act to incorporate the New
Orleans, Mobile and Chattanooga Railroad Company,” approved
November 24th, 1866, and amended by an act approved February
12th, 1867, and further amended by an act approved August 12th,
1868, is hereby recognized and approved as a body politic and
corporate ; with all the powers, privileges, rights and franchises
granted to it by the said State of Alabama, in and by said act of
incorporation, and the acts amendatory thereof, hereby adopting,
confirming and approving all the provisions of said act of incorpor-
ation granted to said company, and the acts amendatory thereof, so
far as the same may be applicable to this State. The said company
is hereby invested with all the powers, privileges and franchises.
granted to it in its said act of incorporation, and in the acts amend--
atory thereof, and is empowered and authorized to exercise and
enjoy the same in the State of Texas, and to have, exercise and
enjoy all the rights, powers, privileges and franchises pertaining to
corporate bodies within the State of Texas, necessary for the full
enjoyment and exerc'se of the said rights, powers, privileges and
franchises granted and sccured to it by its said act of incorporation,
and the acts amendatory thereof; and necessary to secure, attain and
accomplish the objects and purposes of its incorporation, in the same
manner, and with the like power and effect as if said company had
been incorporated by virtue of any grant or law of the State of
Texas ; subject only to the conditions, provisions and restrictions of
this ordinance and act as hereinafter set forth.
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
