Ths w]l make the pay and mileage o the delegates to the

Convention three-eghths less than the pay and mleage of the
members othe Legislature or some cars pastwth better restmc-
tmns against the computatmn o mleage by cremtous route
We also recommend that the President o{ the Convention

point a committee o three members, whose duty t shall be to
ascertain and report to the Conventmn the dstance to be traveled
and the amount payable as mleage to each delegate
